Why is FCAST needed?


With the 2008-9 winter swimming and diving season well underway, the Frederick County Board of Education proposed to cut all funds that would have closed all FCPS pools this year. This would have not only eliminated the FCPS high school swimming and diving programs but also the physical education swim classes that the county offers. Closing the county pools also jeopardizes the valuable activities that many other Frederick County organizations conduct in those pools.  That proposal was taken off the table for the 2009-10 school year.


 


During this time of proposed aggressive budget cuts, Frederick County Advocates for Swim Teams (FCAST) was formed.  In order to protect the FCPS pools and advocate for county swimming long term, a three tiered process was developed. We have committed ourselves to:
